OPP, RCMP, Intercept Tobacco Smuggler Near

Kaladar, Ontario

(Kingston, Ontario – Thursday, June 23, 2011) - On June 22nd, 2011, the Kingston Royal Canadian Mounted Police Customs and Excise Section responded to a vehicle stop by Kaladar Ontario Provincial Police during a RIDE program in the area of Highway #7 and Highway# 41 in Kaladar, Ontario. The Ontario Provincial Police intercepted a rental vehicle during the RIDE program heading north bound on Highway #41 smuggling over 1000 packs of contraband cigars.  The intercepted load contained over 100 brands of cigars with a retail value of approximately $75,000.

A 42 year old male resident of Montreal, Quebec was arrested under the Excise Act and will appear on Wednesday, July 27th, 2011, in Napanee Court. 

“One of the goals of the RCMP Kingston Customs and Excise Section is to work in partnership with other police agencies in a combined effort in combating the smuggling of Contraband Tobacco and the criminality that surrounds it” stated Corporal Blair Kelly of the RCMP Kingston Detachment.
